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	About the NSA Registration Grant Program


What is the purpose of the program?

NSA has established a registration grant program to achieve three specific objectives:

· To encourage NSA members to achieve a high level of platform professionalism and competency by exposing them to the experiences provided at NSA’s educational meetings.

· To provide an opportunity for NSA members to enhance their knowledge and experience of the fundamental elements of the speaking profession so that they, in turn, can positively contribute to the profession and NSA.

· To assist NSA members who are not otherwise able to afford the full cost of professional development and continuing education through attendance at NSA’s educational meetings.

What criteria will be used to determine the grant recipients?

· The applicant must have been a professional member of NSA for a minimum of one year as of the date of application.

· Applications must be submitted by the person requesting the grants. Applications may not be filed on behalf of another member.

· The applicant must sign a statement that he/she is under financial hardship and cannot pay the registration fee associated with the meeting.

· The applicant must not have received a grant in the previous year.

· A special NSA Registration Grant Committee will have full and final responsibility for selection of award recipients. The decision of the Committee will be based upon the members’ need and honesty in completing the application.

· Applicants with pending ethics complaints are not eligible for the Registration Grant Program.

	About the NSA Registration Grant Program


What does the grant cover?

· The grant will cover the registration fees for the meeting to be attended. The recipient will be responsible for his/her own travel and lodging expenses at/during the meeting.
· The grants will be awarded for NSA’s 2010 Convention. Up to 10 recipients will be selected for the Convention.

What must the recipient of a grant do if selected?

· Grant recipients must attend the full 2010 program for which they are selected, barring illness or unforeseen emergency.

· The recipient must complete an appropriate NSA evaluation form after attending the meeting.

· Grants are not transferable to another individual or to another meeting.

How will the recipient be notified if selected for a grant?

· Applicants will receive written notification of their selection no later than four weeks before the starting date of the program.

When is my grant application due?

· Applications for the 2010 Convention are due at NSA Headquarters by May 31, 2010.
