22 Tips for Successful Teleseminars

1. Think big.  Get excited about it.  Who would be the ultimate guest? Start there.

2. Contact lots of people.

3. Don’t say, “May I please talk to Mr./Ms. So and So?”  Say, “I need to talk to Mr./Ms. So and So.”

4. Use their first name and your first name in order to sound like a friend to bypass the secretary.

5. When you call, don’t say you want to talk to them.  Instead say, “Is Bill in?”

6. Don’t let rejection bother you.

7. Go outside of NSA for 50% of your speakers (e.g. Vic Conant, Jack Trout, Barbara DeAngelis, the VP of Warner Communications).

8. Google them for phone numbers.

9. Call and e-mail multiple times if necessary.

10. If you have to leave a message, leave only your name, the name NSA, the name of your PEG, and your phone number; not what you are calling about.

11. Mention that your PEG is part of NSA with 4,500 members.

12. Build rapport with them first.

13. Don’t sound apologetic as though you were bothering them. Make it sound like an honor to have been picked.

14. Have fun: “It’s easy – just chat on the phone wherever you want, wearing whatever you want.”

15. Tell them why you picked them.

16. Since some people with lots of knowledge don’t give presentations, offer to make it an interview.

17. If one hour is too long, make it a 30-minute presentation plus questions and have a 2nd guest to fill the hour.

18. Think of all areas your PEG could need.

19. Get directly to them – don’t ask for an assistant.

20. Send out 3 e-mail flyers to your PEG members: 2 weeks before, 3 days before, and the day of the teleseminar.

21. In the e-mail, after the name and most important credentials of the presenter, start with the benefits to the listeners and what will be covered.  Then, later in the e-mail, talk more about the background of the presenter.

22. At the end of the e-mail, have the list of upcoming teleseminars.
